I. Pass holders (except Juniors/Highland Juniors & Young Child) are entitled to: 20% off
additional day snowsports tickets (not Student/half Day); 30% off day tickets at other
Scottish ski resorts; 10% off in catering and retail at CairnGorm Mountain (conditions
apply)

2. A snowsports member pass is valid for skiing/snowboarding from |st December and on those dates that

uplift operates for the purpose of downhill snowsports, during standard opening hours.

The pass will be honoured until lifts cease to operate for skiing and snowboarding.

The pass is non transferable, and no refunds will be made.

5. Anyone using or attempting to use somebody else’s pass will have the pass confiscated and it will not be
returned to the owner.

6. The snowsports membership pass 201 /12 may be used by the holder for funicular use until 30th
November 2012. When using your pass during the summer, please present your pass at the Ticket Office,
where a funicular ticket will be issued.

7. CairnGorm Mountain Ltd accepts payment by cash, cheque, all major debit/credit cards (excluding
American Express) and by standing order (details from ticket office).

8. CairnGorm Mountain Ltd reserves the right to change prices and services at any time without notice.
